A traditional list of immediate “basic
needs” of human being is food (including
water), shelter and clothing. But from the
earliest time, after acquiring of this
necessities, people liked to have some
entertainment to reduce their stress.
MNowadays the ways of tenterainment are
converted to Instagram, Facebook and
Youtube rather than dancing, singing and
writing. But films are as celebrated as it
was at the very beginning. However, the
journey of Bengali cinema was not facile,
after a lets of ups and downs, it has been
elevated into Tollywood.

Cinematography was first invented in
1895 by the curious novetty of Lumiere
brothers. Small incidents of evervday life
were portrayed in the movies then, they
were naive in style. Realising the
informality, Lui Lumiere thought, “The
cinema is an mvention without a firture.”
But by thawrting his affright film has
become the most feasible art medium in this
hundred years. The history of Bengali
cinema dates to the 1920's, when the first

‘bioscope” was shown in theatres. Hiralal
Sen and his brother set up the Royal
Bioscope Company in 1898, but due to
some dispute it was shut down in 1913
Within a decade, Hiralal Sen was
considered as a stalwart of the silent era.
Ihe first bengali featured film,
‘Bilwamangal’, was produced in 1919, only
after six years of the first full length Indian
featured film, ‘Raja Harish Chandra® was
released. Though they are silent in nature,
Bengali cimemas started its journey at the
call of silent.

With the coming of talkies in the early
30's ‘Jamai Sasthi’, new studios became
prominent in Bengal The sound era had
created a revolution with a remarkable and
happv change to the viewers. Some
landmark films were “Devdas”, “Mukti”,
‘Chandidas’, “Vidvapati’, ‘Sesh Uttar’, ‘Do
Bigha Jameen' that had conguered the
Bengali hearts wholly.

Bengali cinema has witnessed major
breakthroughs in technical film making,
more substance and richness in content,
innovative texture of films in the golden
era. The “Youthful coming-of-age dramas
that have flooded art house since tha mid-

fifties owe & tremendous debt to the Apu-

tnogy.” A long history has been traversed
since then, with the hands of Satyajit Ray,
Mrinal Sen, Ritwik Ghatak, Tapan Sinha
and Ajay Kar. The Bengali film industry
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has produced classics such as "Nagarik’,
‘Jalsaghar’, *Ajantrik’, “Neel Akasher
MNeechey’, ‘Meghe Dhaka Tara’, “Hirak
Rajar Deshe’, ‘Sonar Kella® etc. “I will go
to the top, the top, the top” = [Littam Kumar
from Ray’s Film ‘Nayak']. It is no only a
dialogue for aspiring Bengalis but also an
oath taken by Bengali cinema itself from
the primitive. Uttam Kumar and Suchitra
Sen were known as “The Eternal Parr” in
the late 1950's. All the actors and the
actress stunned the andience and crifics
with their versatile acting. Bengali black
and white cinemas frequently appeared in
international ford and festivals and this
allowed the filmmakers to reach a global
audience.

In the modernrevival, the 90°s also saw
the rise of a voung director in the Ray mould
- Rituparno Ghosh, whose films made the
urban middle class audiences back to
Bengali cinema. “1 wanted to keep an
unresolved ending”— said Rituparno but his
masterpiece movie ‘Chokhen Bal® though
have an regretted ending, it was a remark
of his genuing intellect, Directors like
Bappadityc Banerjee, Aparna Sen,
Buddhadev Dasgupta, Suman Ghosh and
their films ‘Unishe April°, ‘Dahan’,
“Utgab®, *Paramitar Ekdin", 'Uttara’,
‘Janala’, ‘Moner Manush' enhanced the
industry. Anik Dutta heavily borrows from
the master director Satyajit Ray's work in
his film ‘Bhooter Bhabishyat”. Delivery of
same of the dialogues in the film that rhyme
with each other is reminiscent of the lyrical
exchanges from “Heerak Rajar Deshe’.

In recent years, a voung generation of
Bengali directors has came to fore and have
found artistic and commercial success are

: Srijit Mukherjee, Kaushik Ganguly,
Dhrubo Banerjee, Siboprasad and Nandita
Now watching Bangali movies like 'Baishe
Shraben’, "Nagarkirtan', ‘Gumnaami’
‘Praktan’, ‘Galondasj’, make us remember
a famous saving of Feluda “Sabash Topse’
(Sonar Kella) and we, the Bengalis can
rightly alter it and says “Sabash Tollywood!”

Bengali cinema has now come to an
age of inception, conception, resources and
technology, invoking and essence of culture
yet modern in thought. And the neoterie
impresesion is reflected on the movies like
‘Brahma Janen Gopan Komma®, “Schoj
Pather Gappo™ ‘Sweater’. “Ekannoborti’,
‘Baba, Baby, O ...."etc. The "Madras Cafe’
actor Arijit Dutta says that the Bengali Film
industry is on the “right Track™ The collage
of Bengali films, actors and directors
rightfully find a pride of place in the 100th
year of Indian cinema.

Satyajit Ray, an ambidexter of Bengali
film, combines art, literature, music and
instrument into the film industry. Greatly
impressed by Ray’s films, Akira Kurosawa,
legencary Japanese film maker, uttered..
“Mot to have seen the cinemna of Ray means
existing in the world without seeing the sun
or the moon.™ In the late senventies or early
cighlies there was a temporary emptiness
in Tollywood. It came back to a new life in
the events of Rituparno Ghosh, Srjit
Mukherjee, 2 luminary director says, "1
have an urge to be known across the world.”
Bengali industry truly wants such ambitious
thinking. As the newish generation took
the helm, the void of Bengali cinema was
refilled and the propensity of success is still
flowing today.

After a long interval we have taken
Internal Assessment of 2021-22 as a part
of Undergraduate Semester Examination in
offline mode. It is the time of Even-
Semester. The students of 6th semester have
sit for the offline examination for the last
time when they were the students of 1st
semester. So far the students of 4th setnester
and 2nd semester are concerned, it is their
first offline examination.

In Internal Assessment, suggestive
questions are set, To answer those questions
and secure good marks are not mammoih's
task for any student of a particular semester.

But what do we see? Inthe Examination
Hall, most of the students have blank face.
Just they are spending time idly instead of
writing even the suggestive questions. 1t is
worthy to refer here the fact that generally
the creamy students of Arts Stream and
some 'middling' students of Science stream
come to be the students of English honours.
So the argument that they are not good
encugh in study will not hold water here.

But the situation was not so bad in the
Pre-COVID-19 period, before the
introduction of online examination. The
students would take the examination
seriously and sit for the same being well-
prepared. Their answer would contain less
grammatical error and none of them would
write non-contextual answer. They had the
mental preparation that they would have to

write the answers of the questions in the
examination hall in front of the teachers
cum invigilators,

While evaluating the answer scripts, we
turned into stone visualizing and examining
their unrelated answers. Can a siudent of
graduation be so iresponsible regarding the
examinetion? They have even failed to
answer a '"Wh' question. There are
prammatical mistakes, mistakes in the
name of text and its author, lack of
understanding the question and what not.

As the other name of online
examination i3 'Open Book Test!, very few
students take the toil of reading the
prescribed texts of their syllabus. They
hardly know the appropriate and to the point
answer of a particular question. As they
unafficially get enough time to answer the
questions, they don't have any responsibility
to write the answers within the stipulated
time. To them, online examination is
nothing but *do as you like", a very refined
mode of entertainment.

But the irony is that despite their lack
of sound knowledge in subject, they get
encugh marks which was totally
unthinkable in offline mode of
examination. Here in lies the double
offence. In spite of their dearth of
knowledge in their relevant subject, most
of them suffer from supeniority complex for
their marks which create a kind of self-
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confidence in them that is deadly dangerous
for them.

When I am wrting this article, some
nofices of some universities of West Bengal
regarding online examination in the coming
Even-Semester are roaming in the
WhatsApp groups. 1 do not know whether
they are true or false. If they are true, to tell
the truth, they will surely bring false result
to the students. Online examination will
only create the inflation of marks only to
deflate the students.

In virtual world, T have also come across
a letter of a Students’ Union that requests
the Department of Higher Education to
conduct the coming End-Semester
Examination of 2021-22 in online mode.
Isn't 1t surpnsing? How can the students
request the competent authority regarding
the mode of examination? Why should they
have a 'say’ in respect of it? Now everything
is almost normal. The outbreak of corona
virus 15 totally under control. Classes are
being held in offline mode. There is also
smooth mode of communication as buses
and trains are plying normally. So where in
